The FundThe Women & Girls Fund began as the grassroots effort of a few women who were looking for an effective way to address
significant local problems. Particularly concerned about the unmet needs of many Mid-Shore women and girls, they

started the Fund in May 2002 and began soliciting contributions in October 2002 from other area women. Convinced that 
communities can solve problems that are clearly understood, the Fund also sponsors community Learning Sessions that

highlight and evaluate specific problems.  

 The Women & Girls Fund joins a rapidly growing, nationwide movement of targeted philanthropic funds established by 
women. Today, there are over 100 such funds, each with its own identity and purpose. Their assets— and their impact—

grow daily as more and more women find their philanthropic voices through participation in funds like these.
